Proposal Review - Evaluation 

The City’s Selection Committee will review all proposals as soon as possible after the deadline for receipt of proposals.  The Selection Committee will rank the proposals and either establish a “short-list” or make a consultant selection using the weighted factors described above.  The City reserves the right to reject all proposals and request new proposals.  

Negotiation 

The Selection Committee will begin negotiations on costs and technical aspects with the selected firm.   

The main objective for the Phase II PA is to determine the nature and extent of COCs based on the applicable regulatory standards for the existing and reasonably anticipated future land uses of the Property. Fulfillment of these objectives will allow detailed evaluation of controls, remedial options, and remediation costs as incremental components of overall Property redevelopment plans. Key components of the Phase II PA objectives are:

· Determine whether previously identified COCs remain in the soil at the property and if additional COCs exist.

· Complete an asbestos survey of all buildings and utility tunnels on the subject property.

· Characterize the extent of the COCs released to soil at the Property and the existing and potential future effects of the releases on groundwater underlying the Property.

· Conduct a hydrogeologic evaluation of the uppermost groundwater aquifer underlying the Property.

· Distinguish contamination originating at the Property from contamination migrating to the Property from off-Property sources (if any).

· Provide information to refine the conceptual Property model and conduct a preliminary human exposure assessment.

· Provide a data package and report with recommendations to support feasibility studies and/or remediation alternatives for the development of the Property.

· Any other necessary studies and recommendation as required under the Clean Ohio Assistance Fund program.
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
